New Year’s Resolutions

Greetings and Happy Holidays to all! 

As we look forward to 2009, what kind of New Year’s resolutions will you make?  Me, it will be the usual – lose weight, exercise more, spend more time with the family & friends, save more, etc.  But I want to add something different this year too.  And I’d ask you all to consider doing the same.

It’s about going outside our building and stepping out of our comfort zone to use the gifts you already possess to find ways to serve the Lord. And here is where I’d like you to join me in a “new” New Year’s resolution.

In 2009, do at least 1 new thing outside your comfort zone in service to the Lord.  I’m not asking you to preach, or go to the ghetto, or give thousands of dollars, unless of course these are where your gifts are.  I’m asking you to use the skills and talents you already posses to help someone or a group of people.  Examples could be starting a group to make greeting cards for people in the armed forces, helping at Beth Ann’s clinic, joining forces to help people join food programs, helping people learn new skills, teaching a class on how to use a computer, organize a family movie night using our sound and video equipment, doing health screening, building something for the church that helps in some way, providing umbrella parking lot service on rainy Sunday mornings, etc.  The list is endless.  And considering the state of the economy, you don’t need to look hard.  If you need help finding something, ask.

people or the entire congregation?  What if we kept that up year after year?   What if our action inspired more people to join the work at hand?  

If all of us did just 1 thing more in the service of the Lord, what would the face of our church start to look like?  I think we’d start a lifestyle change, wouldn’t we?  I think that would help make some big changes, wouldn’t it?

So, what will be your New Year’s resolution?  For me, I have a few things on my list.  Stay tuned.

Notes from the Side

Brothers and sisters, I approached the end of 2008 with a lot weighing on my mind and soul.  Several circumstances in life seemed to gang up on me and others in my family all at once.  During this time of personal struggle, I found strength in prayer and in reflecting on Scripture.  I begin 2009 knowing that God is good and that God is faithful. He can be trusted.  God never wavers, changes, falters, or fails us!

With God’s faithfulness in mind, let’s learn from Him and His Word (Philippians 3:12 – 14):  


“12Not that I have already obtained all this, or have already been made perfect, but I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold of me. 13Brothers, I do not consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. But one thing I do: Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead, 14I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.” (NIV)


I feel this passage speaks to what many may be doing during the month of January: looking back and looking forward.  We all do this in some form or another; however, it seems that the beginning of a new year tends to be a time when almost everyone does.

Our Thursday Morning Bible Class was very pleased to have Vicci Salerno and her husband, Art, come to our November 6th Bible class.

Vicci had slides and told of her experience as a team member of ELIC (English Language Institute of China).

She was the leader of the team as they worked and helped teachers of English in their speaking and listening skills.  The team members are not all of the same faith, but are chosen by their beliefs.  They are not missionaries but show their faith by example.

They were in the city of Zhengzhou, pronounced “Jung joe’, located in Henan Province.  As she showed the slides of the old city with its large old trees lining the streets, we could observe how clean it looked.  The school was a six-story building, and she told us how anxious the teachers and students are to learn and speak English.

This area has the most Christians.  There is a Christian church, which on Sunday mornings is packed with those wishing to hear the Word and worship.  If they are asked about their religion, they can share, as this is considered a cultural exchange.  The food was good, but it is recommended that you only eat cooked foods.  Even though the Chinese people are very clean, our bodies are not accustomed to how they cultivate their crops.

At lunch, Vicci was very excited to learn from Bill Racklyeft that the Gideons now have Bibles printed in Chinese. She plans to return to China with ELIC in 2010.  Art is very supportive of her trips.  We received a very gracious “Thank You” for being invited to share her experience.  She has plans to go to Santiago, Chile in January to speak on abuse of children and women.
